Dashboard Overview 2023 Humanitarian Response Plan

The Food Security and Livelihoods Cluster (F5LC) was established n December 2014 and is led by the Food and Agriculture Organization (FACQ) and the World Food Programme
(WFP). The FSLC coordinates the food security and livelihoods response for more than 500 partners since Russia's full-scale invasion on 24 February 2022,

Response Under HRP 2023 More than 10 million people received food assistance in 2022. Humanitarian needs in areas where ongoing hosfilities continue to escalate are increasing.
Food insecurity is driven by the war, loss of livelihood opportunities, poverty levels, lack of access to food, and displacement. The number of people in need of food assistance is defined
as those who are severely and moderately food insecure.

October 2023 CO1 - Food Assistance

In October 2023, 2,925,762 individuals received food
assistance, achieving 80% of the FSLC target. 79% received
general food parcels, 9.7% received rapid response rations,
11% received hot meals, and 0.3% received market-based
relief vouchers, Non-IDPs received 64% of food assistance,
while IDPs received 31% and 5% - returnees, 92% of food
assistance was provided to oblasts near the contact line.
Thirty-six reporting partners contributed to cluster objective
one in October, including WFP, GEM, SPIR, WCK, URCS, AOS,
CaritasUA, GCS, Posmishka, PHK, LH, 5V, PIN, HELP V., 5CI.

A5 the calendar sheet flips from 2023 towards 2024, F5L Cluster thanks all the partners who were actively imeolved in the coordination of
humanitarian response im Ukraine during year. With the joint efforts, vulnerable, war-affected people have received much required sup
port.

In December, our K:tners provided food assistance, Cluster Objective (00) 1, to 3.6 million people, reaching nearty 100 per cent of the
target December also observed the year hi,FhEct s%ﬁpnrt provided to those inneed of the food assistance. Food assistance increas
s curing winter months for the affected populatio is increase can be atributed to various factors, including cold weather, limited
access to markets, higher food prices, hi fiood demand during winter, and increased finandal burdens. In a -aphical scope, 72%
of the assistance was deliverad among following oblasts: Kharkivska, Donetska, Khersonska, Zaporizka, an ipropetrovska. In the
comprehensive review of food assistance activities throughout 2023, a noteworthy fac was made: not a single month witnessed an over-

ach of the established t of 3.7 million under COT. This indicates that the isicning of food assistance consistently remained
within the targeted limits, reflecting effecive planning and execution, induding Khakhovka Dam response, in Jume 2023, whan anodher
3.5 million people were served.

Cluster Objective 2, lvelihood assistance, has been far behind the target of 3 milion people, addressing the needs of slightly ower
700,000 people. Based on the year gap, 2.3 million vulnerable population were left without livelinood assistance . The discrepancy be-
tween the target and the actual achievement of lvelihood assistance can be attributed to several factors. Frstly, inadequate resource
allocation to lvelihood activides and implementation challe such as pamampaci‘lalavd the seasonality of some activides. Anoth
& way to close the gap between target= and achievement is by increasing liveli funding and scaling up capacity and actvities. This
will ensure the vulnerable population can access livelihood support and opportunities te bounce back.

In 2024, F5L Cluster will tanget 3.4 million people out of the 7.3 million in need, induwding 472,000 intemalty displaced peo- ple, 438,000

returnees and 2.4 million non-displaced war-affected people (52 per cent women, 16 per cent children, 27 per cent clder people and 15

rdcgnl: people with disabilities). 2.% million people will be targeted with fiood assistance activities, while 1.8 million people with Fiveli
ood intersentions.

FSLC is excited to share the news of a valuable addition to our team, Sarka Vickowva, who has joined the duster a= co-coordinator. Sarka
has extensive experience working in challenging conbexts such as the Democratic Republic of Congo, the Central African Repullic. Burki
na Faso, and Zimbabwe a= a Food Seourity Cluster Coordinator.

The three-day wraining event successfully egl..i pped thirteen subnational cluster coordinators acress Ukraine with the necessary skills
and lknowd e jwely coordinate and facilicate the humanitarian response within their areas. The FSLC facilitators, OC UHF,
'WFP, and the NGO Forum, played a pivotal role in ensuring the quality of the training and overall success of the event. The improved
fadlitation and coordination capabilives of the coordinaters will undoubtedly contribute to the implementation of area-based coordina
tion and the efficient delivery of humanitarian assistance in Ukraine. Moreover, to support its national parmer, F5LC has enabled two
trainings session on Gender, Inclusion and Accountability to Affected Population (44P) in Mykolaiv and Dnipro.

Subnational Cluster Coordinators training

The last year has seen the development of area-based coordination (ABC) within the F5L Cluster, a5 13 subnational cluster coordinators
have stepped into the role to strengthen the response at the oblast level. While the elected coordinators have substantial experience in
the field of humanitarian work, they lack knowledge background, and duster specifics. Therefore, with the support of Cluster Lead Agen-
dies (CLA) FAQ, and WO, a three-day training from December 12 to 14 was organized for 13 subnational coordinators to provide com-
prehensive knowledge and strengthen skills, allowing them to execute expected dutes in the most efficient way.

The workshop provided participants with a comprehensive understanding of the cluster approach, scale-up activation, humanitarian pro-
gramme cycle, and cluster coordination governamce. The humanitarian programme cyde, also known as the orisis oyde, i a systematic
approach to managing humanitarian crises. The fadlitator provided an oveniew of the various stages of the oycle, incuding preparataon,
rEsponse, recovery, and transition. Moreover, the session on F5LE IMOs provided valuable insights into their functons and deliverables,
including the use of the Activitylnfo reporting placdfiorm and the develepment of dashboard.

The second day of the FSLC provided participants with valuable insights inte the complex world of food security and funding medhanisms.
Through presentations from professionals from the United MNations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), the
Ukraimiam Hurmanitsrian Fund (UHF), and the World Food Programme {WHP), particpants gained a deeper understanding of the complexi-
ges involved in addressing foed security in hurmanitarian crises and the funding mechanismes used o support these efforts.

The third and final wraining day began with
the NGO Forum facilitating the exploraton
of leadership roles within naticnal organiza-
tions. The NGO Forum Direcior also empha-
sized effective communication among na-
tional organizations. Additonally, the last
session focused on facilitaton skills. The
session provided valuable insights into en-
hancing the meeting agenda, fadlitating
meetings more effectively, and addressing
participant queries. The training provided a
comprehensive leaming expenence about
leadership, communication, and facilitaton
skill. Each of the subnaticnal cluster coordi-
nators received a certificate of attendance
at the end of the training from FAD Head of
Programme.

Im 2024, the F5L Custer aims to assist 3.4 million individuals out of the 7.3 million in need. This includes £72.000 internally displaced pec
ple, 438,000 returnees, and 2.4 million non-displaced war-affected individuals. The targeted de aphic breakdown compnises SZIFH
cent wornen, 16 percent children, 27 percent clder people, and 15 percent individuals with disabilities. Food assistance activities will be
directed towards 2% million pecple, while livelinocod intenventons aim to benefit 1.8 million pecple.

Im 2024, the F5L Cluster will mainky focus on the affected populations in the nine front-line oblasts, namely Chemihivska, Dnipropetrovska,
Donetska, Kharkivska, Khersonska, laivska, Luhanska, Sumsks, and Zaporizka. In the westem of Ukraine, the duster partners will
use sectorial cash and voucher transfers, covering food needs and agriculture, urban, and off-farm livelihood needs .

Cluster Objective (C02) Improve the food security and self reliance of vulnerable, war-affected households and communities by protecting
and restoring their food production and leelihoods (agricultural and urban/cff-farm) Targeting 1.8 mil- lion pecple, with 63 CENT e
ceiving agricultural support, 12 per cent benefiting from temporary rehabilitation of the agnowtural infrastructure support, and 19 per cent
supported with non-agricultural ivelinood inputs.

We extend our gratitude to Steven for his excellent
work, and we eagerly anticpate future collaboraton with ksabelle Langerak, wiho is mow covering the role.

On November 27, the Strategic Advisory Group (34G) of the FSL Cluster convened to deliberate on the 2024 People in Meed data, finandal
reguirements, objecives, and actvities for the upcoming year. F5LC alse presented it vision for deduplication arrangements, incorporat
ing the utlization of the Building Blodis platform.

The Right to Business: A Courze for Entrepreneurs training programme in Kharkiv lasted from early March o mid-Ooober. There were
almast 150 regjistraticns, of which 53 participants with incredible entrepreneurial stories were selected, and 49 reached the final. They
were the ones who received grants of $3,000 to develop their own business .

The art studic was founded in 2021 in Kharkivska oblast It worked here before the full-scale invasion. Kateryna's family was forced
move o the western part of Ukraine. The soudic stopped working for a year and a half. When Eateryna saw the informadon about the
Right to Business training course, she applied with the idea that if she were selected for the group, she would return. A few hours after
receiving the imvitation, she had her train tickets for home and returned to Kharkivska oblast owo days later.

In September 2023, the studio gradually resumed its work:
but lacked eguipment and supolies: some were damaged,
others were destroyed. With the grant she received,
Kateryna bought everything she needed for her studio.
Today, itis a place of children's creativity and laughzer. In
December, the first sand paintng festival was held there.
